= All exhibitors must be members of the Oklahoma Junior Chianina Association.

= Exhibitors must show in clean pressed jeans, clean shirt with collar and club emblem (4-H or FFA).
4-H and FFA jackets are acceptable but not required. T-shirts, tennis shoes, and headwear are not
allowed.

= All accounts of owner must be in financial good standing to be eligible to enter the show ring.
